There you will find Beaverdam Cemetery (a Fontaine 

family cemetery), the Beaverdam Depot, Scotchtown, the home of Patrick Henry where his Fontaine son-in-law 

lived for a time, where all our early annual meetings were held, and the Hanover County Courthouse where 

Patrick Henry argued the Parson’s Cause against our own Reverend James Maury. Beaverdam Cemetery 

requires a scheduled visit with the tenants at the site.
